Christ, God appointed the seventh day of the week to be the
weekly sabbath; and the first day of the week ever since, to
continue to the end of the world, which is the Christian sab-
bath.

Q. 60. How is the sabbath to be sanctified? 
A. The sabbath is to be sanctified by a holy resting all that day,

even from such worldly employments and recreations as are
lawful on other days; and spending the whole time in the
public  and  private  exercises  of  God’s  worship,  except  so
much as  is  to be taken up in the works of necessity  and
mercy.

Mark 7:9–23 (NASB)
9 He was also saying to them, “You are experts at setting aside the
commandment of God in order to keep your tradition. 10 “For Moses
said, ‘HONOR YOUR FATHER AND YOUR MOTHER’; and, ‘HE WHO SPEAKS
EVIL OF FATHER OR MOTHER, IS TO BE PUT TO DEATH’; 11 but you say, ‘If
a man says to  his father or  his mother, whatever I have that would
help you is Corban (that is to say, given to God),’ 12 you no longer per-
mit him to do anything for his father or his mother; 13 thus invalidat-
ing  the  word  of  God  by  your  tradition  which  you  have  handed
down; and you do many things such as that.” 14 After He called the
crowd to Him again, He began saying to them, “Listen to Me, all of
you, and understand: 15 there is nothing outside the man which can
defile him if it goes into him; but the things which proceed out of the
man are what defile the man. 16 “If anyone has ears to hear, let him
hear.” 17 When he had left the crowd and entered the house, His disci-
ples questioned Him about the parable. 18 And He said to them, “Are
you so lacking in understanding also? Do you not understand that
whatever  goes into the man from outside cannot  defile  him, 19 be-
cause it does not go into his heart, but into his stomach, and is elimi-
nated?” (Thus He declared all  foods clean.) 20 And He was saying,
“That which proceeds out of the man, that is what defiles the man.
21 “For  from  within,  out  of  the  heart  of  men,  proceed  the  evil
thoughts, fornications, thefts, murders, adulteries, 22 deeds of covet-
ing and wickedness,  as well as deceit, sensuality, envy, slander, pride
and foolishness. 23 “All these evil things proceed from within and de-
file the man.”
